4. Odrzavanje i briga o uredaju
4.1 Opcenito ciscenje

Pras$ine iza hladnjaka i na tlu moraju se pravovremeno odistiti kako bi se pobolj§ao u¢inak hladenja i
usteda energije.

Redovito provjeravajte brtvu vrata kako biste bili sigurni da nema ostataka. Brtvu vrata oCistite mekom
krpom navlazenom sapunicom ili razrijedenim deterdzentom.

Unutrasnjost hladnjaka treba redovito Cistiti kako bi se izbjegao miris.

Iskljucite napajanje prije ¢iS¢enja interijera, uklonite svu hranu, pic¢e, police, ladice itd.

Koristite meku krpu ili spuzvu za ¢i$¢enje unutrasnjosti hladnjaka, s dvije Zlice sode bikarbone i cetvrt
litre tople vode. Zatim isperite vodom i obriSite. Nakon ¢i§¢enja otvorite vrata i pustite da se prirodno
osuse prije uklju¢ivanja napajanja.

Za podrucja koja se tesko Ciste u hladnjaku (kao $to su uski sendvici, praznine ili kutovi), preporucuje se
redovito ih brisati mekom krpom, mekom ¢etkom itd. nakupljanje zagadivaca ili bakterijskih bakterija u
tim podrugjima.

Nemojte koristiti sapun, deterdzent, prosirnu u prahu, sredstvo za ¢iS¢enje rasprsivaca itd., jer to moze
uzrokovati mirise u unutrasnjosti hladnjaka ili kontaminiranu hranu.

4.2 Odledivanje

obloge), pripremite posude za vodu za odmrzavanje.

Obratite paznju na ¢iS¢enje posude za vodu u odjeljku kompresora, izbjegavajudi
prelijevanje u tlo.

Mozete Koristiti prirodnu temperaturu za prirodno odmrzavanje, takoder mozZete
oprezno Koristiti lopaticu za led (plasti¢nu ili drvenu) za uklanjanje inja.

Before use, remove all packing materials, including bottom cushions,foam
pads and tapes inside of the refrigerator;tear off the protective film on the
doors and the refrigerator body.

2.4 Changing the Light(optional)

Any replacement or maintenance of the LED lamps is intended to be made by the manufacturer,
its service agent or similar qualified person.

Replacement of incandescent lamps:

Disconnecting the power supply before carrying out the bulb replacement ,

Hold and remove the light bulb cover.

Dismantle the old bulb by unscrewing it counterclockwise.replace by a new bulb (Max. 15W) by
screwing it clockwise, and make sure it is fixed in the bulb holder tightly.

2.5 Start to use

® Before initial start, keep the refrigerator still for two hours before connecting
it to power supply.

® Before putting any fresh or frozen foods, the refrigerator shall have run for 2-3
hours, or for above 4 hours in summer when the ambient temperature is high.

® Please pull out the plug in case of power failure or cleaning. Do not connect
the refrigerator to power supply within five minutes to prevent damages to the
compressor due to successive starts.

2.6 Energy saving tips

® The appliance should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat
producing appliances or heating ducts, and out of the direct sunlight.

® Let hot foods cool to room temperature before placing in the appliance. Overloading
the appliance forces the compressor to run longer. Foods that cooled too slowly may
lose quality, or spoil.

® Be sure to wrap foods properly, and wipe containers dry before placing them in the
appliance. This cuts down on frost build-up inside the appliance.

® Appliance storage bin should not be lined with aluminum foil, wax paper, or paper
toweling. Liners interfere with cold air circulation, making the appliance less efficient.

4. Maintenance and care of refrigerator

4.1 Overall cleaning

® Dusts behind the refrigerator and on the ground shall be timely
cleaned to improve the cooling effect and energy saving.

® Check the door gasket regularly to make sure there are no debris.
Clean the door gasket with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water
or diluted detergent.

® The interior of the refrigerator should be cleaned regularly to avoid odor

® Please turn off the power before cleaning interior, remove all foods,
drinks ,shelves, drawers, etc.

® Use a soft cloth or sponge to clean the inside of the refrigerator, with
two tablespoons of baking soda and a quart of warm water. Then
rinse with water and wipe clean. After cleaning, open the door and
letit dry naturally before turning on the power.

® For areas that are difficult to clean in the refrigerator (such as narrow sandwiches, gaps or
corners), itis recommended to wipe them regularly with a soft rag, softbrush, etc. and
when necessary,combined with some auxiliary tools (such as thin sticks) to ensure no
contaminants or bacterials accumulation in these areas.

® Do notuse soap, detergent, scrub powder, spray cleaner, etc., as these may cause odors
in the interior of the refrigerator or contaminated food.

® Clean the bottle frame, shelves and drawers with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water
or diluted detergent. Dry with a soft cloth or dry naturally.

® Wipe the outer surface of the refrigerator with a soft cloth dampened with soapy water,
detergent, etc., and then wipe dry.

® Do notuse hard brushes, clean steel balls, wire brushes, abrasives(such as toothpastes),
organic solvents (such as alcohol, acetone, banana oil, etc.), boiling water, acid
or alkaline items, which may damage the cooler surface and interior. Boiling water
and organic solvents such as benzene may deform or damage plastic parts.

® Do notrinse directly with water or other liquids during cleaning to avoid short
circuits or affect electrical insulation after immersion.

( A Please unplug the refrigerator for defrost and cleaning.)

4.2 Defrost

® Unplug the power cord

® Please remove the foods from the refrigerator and place them properly to prevent foods from going
bad, then prepare a water container for holding defrosting water.

® |t is recommended to use a dry towel to dry the defrosting water on liner and evaporator, then wring
dry the towel. Repeat the operation until defrosting completed.

® You can use the natural temperature of the natural defrosting, you can also use the ice shovel to
eliminate the frost (to use plastic or wooden ice shovel to prevent damage to the liner).

® You can also use the appropriate amount of hot water to speed up defrosting, with the dry towel to
dry the water after defrosting.

® Put all foods back and power on the appliance again.

4.3 Stop using

® Power failure: In case of power failure, even if it is in summer, foods inside the appliance can be kept for
several hours; during the power failure, the times of door opening shall be reduced, and no more fresh
food shall be put into the appliance.

e Long-time nonuse: The appliance shall be unplugged and then cleaned; then the doors are left open
to prevent odor.

©® Moving: Before the refrigerator is moved, take all objects inside out, fix the glass partitions, vegetable holder,
freezing chamber drawers and etc. with tape, and tighten the levelling feet; close the doors and fix them
with tape. During moving, the appliance shall not be laid upside down or horizontally, or be vibrated;
the inclination during movement shall be no more than 45°.Do not hold the door and hinge when moving
this unit.

The appliance shall run continuously once it is started. Generally, the operation of the appliance
CA shall not be interrupted; otherwise the service life may be impaired
