Brtve zamijenite ako su
istroSene ili oSteCene.

Aparat treba odspajiti s elektricne mrezZe u sluc¢aju kvara ili ¢is¢enja. Preporucljivo
je priCekati oko pet minuta prije prikljucenja na elektri¢nu energiju, jer se time
izbjegavaju osteéenja kompresora.

Podesavanje brzog zaledivanja

Pritiskom i drzanjem tipke A u trajanju 3 sekunde uklju¢uje se funkcija brzog
zaledivanja.

Komora ledenice sluzi za duboko zamrzavanje hrane, Cuvanje zamrznute hrane na
duZi vremenski period, kao i za pravljenje kockica leda.

Ako se aparat koristi prvi put, spremanje vece koli¢ine hrane moZe znatno utjecati
na efekt zamrzavanja u ledenici.

Nemoijte stavljati svjeZu hranu do ve¢ zamrznute hrane jer se zamrznuta hrana
mozZe poceti otapati.

Ako se zamrzava veca koli¢ina svjeze hrane (npr. meso, riba ili fasirano meso),
tada se ista mozZe podijeliti na manje dijelove i posebno zamrznuti, ¢ime se
olak8ava pristup istoj, ali i propisno zamrzavanje.

Meso i o&iS¢enu ribu (pakiranu u plasti¢nu foliju) moze se drzati u komori 1 do 2
dana.

Voce i povrée bez ambalaZe moze biti stavljeno u zato namjenjenu ladicu.
Staklene police moguce je podesiti po visini kako bi se jednostavno osigurao prostor
u koji éemo spremiti hranu.

Temperature i vrijeme ¢uvanja hrane

Predugo drzanje hrane, ili drzanje hrane na neodgovarajucoj temperaturi moze
uzrokovati gubitak kvalitete, kvarenje, bacanje hrane, trovanje hranom.
Minimalna temperatura unutar komore za zamrzavanje (ledenica) je -18°C ili niza.

Ciséenje i odrzavanje
Prije pocetka ¢iS¢enja OBVEZATNO odvojiti aparat od elektricne mreze, tako
da se izvuce utikac iz uticnice.

Pra$inu koja se nakuplja oko aparata treba redovito Cistiti kako bi se poboljSao
efekt hladenja kao i smanjila potrosnja.

Brtve na vratima potrebno je redovito provjeravati jer se lako zaprljaju pa ih treba
redovito Cistiti. Pri tome se moze koristiti meka krpa navlazena sapunicom ili
tekuc¢im deterdzentom za posude.

Freezer compartment

The freezer compartment is designated

for the low-temperature freezing of food,
long-term storage of frozen food, and for the
production of ice cubes.

Pay attention to the star classifications
(4 star, 2 star and 1star) in the freezer
compartment and the resulting storage
periods for frozen food.

Do not put fresh and frozen food next to
each other. The frozen food may thaw.

When freezing large amounts of fresh food
(such as meat, fish or chopped meat), please
divide them into several small pieces before
putting in, so that they can be quickly frozen
and pick up easily.

Abide by the storage times recommended
by food manufacturers on the packages,
there is no information on the packaging,
food should not be stored frozen for
longer than three months from the date of
purchase.

When purchasing frozen food, make sure
that it was frozen at a suitable temperature
and that the packaging is not damaged.

Frozen food should be kept in suitable
individual packages to ensure that adjacent
food cannot be contaminated.Consume
thawed and defrosted foods immediately, do
not refreeze them.

In case of prolonged power failure or
malfunction of the appliance, remove the
stored frozen food and check whether
they are still edible, then store them in

a sufficiently cool place or in another
appliance.

To defrost food, remove it from the freezer
and let it defrost at room temperature or
in the refrigerator. To defrost food quickly,
you can use the defrost function on your
microwave, for example.

If you only want to defrost part of a

pack, remove the portion you need and
immediately close the rest of the pack. In
this way, you will avoid “freezer burn” and
will reduce ice formation on the remaining
foods.

To reduce moisture and subsequent ice
build-up, never put liquid into the fridge
compartment in unsealed containers.
Frost tends to concentrate in the coolest
parts of the evaporator. Storing uncovered
liquids results in a more frequent need for
defrosting.

Never put warm foods in the fridge
compartment. These should first cool down
at room temperature and then be placed so
as to ensure adequate air circulation in the
fridge compartment.

Foods or food containers should not
touch the back wall of the fridge because
they could freeze to the wall. Do not
keep regularly opening the door of the
refrigerator.

Meat and clean fish (packed in a package
or plastic foil) can be placed in the fridge
compartment, which can be used in 1-2 days.

Fruit and vegetables without packaging can
be placed in the part designated for fresh
